Breckland Members purchased units which are exchanged for rounds of golf and include the following benefits:-

· Use of excellent practice facilities

· Professional golf tuition available

Breckland Membership will be available to:

· Golfers wanting a second club but do not qualify for Country Membership.
· Regular visitors to East Anglia who would like to feel part of the Club.
· Local golfers whose course regularly closes during the winter months.
· Golfers with commitments which restrict the amount of times they can play.
· Golfers who are not members of a Club.


TERMS AND CONDITIONS

The minimum purchase is 100 units annually to maintain membership of the scheme to be payable on 1st January each year.  The club will then pay your annual EGU/LGU/County fees & Centenary contributions (these are all included in your unit costs).

If you decide not to renew your Breckland membership you will be taken off the register as a member and lose your membership rights.  You may however use the outstanding points but they must be used by the 31st December in the year of your resignation or lose them.

If you join between 1st October and 31st December your annual renewal will become payable on the 1st January that falls at least 12 months after your membership begins.

A minimum of 25 additional units can be purchased at any time using the same rate as your original units were purchased.

· A maximum of 3 guests may be introduced on any one weekday.
· A maximum of 1 guest may be introduced on any one weekend day.
· A guest may be introduced only 4 times in any one year.


USING YOUR UNITS

Breckland Members will be issued with a Breckland Card which will hold your units.  The correct number of units must be deducted from the card using the Breckland Card Machine before play.   Those who have not been issued with a card will have a paper record in the Pro-Shop. Units must be deducted from their sheet before play.  Failure to do either will result in your membership being withdrawn and any unused units forfeited.  All visitors must be signed in at the Professional’s Shop.
HANDICAP

All members are entitled to maintain their handicap at the Club.

BRECKLAND GOLF EVENTS

Breckland Members are eligible to play in all social and charitable events organised by the Club (units payable).  Please see the Membership Notice Board for information.

CLUB MATCHES AND COMPETITIONS

Breckland Members may only play in the designated Harry Hawker Spoons Competition which runs from April to September (units payable).
TRANSFER TO FULL MEMBERSHIP CATEGORY

Breckland Members may, subject to availability, transfer to Full Membership at any time.

Whilst the current entry fee will be payable, 40% of the costs of ALL units purchased will be deducted from the fee so that only the net amount is payable.  The value of any unused units less 40% will be off-set against the annual subscription.

APPLICATION FOR MEMBERSHIP

An application form should be completed and returned to Diane Hopkins, the Club Secretary at Thetford Golf Club.
On receipt, prospective members will be granted provisional membership pending an informal interview with the Club Captain and Secretary.  Subject to General Committee approval, the Secretary will confirm membership and enclose:-

· Rules of Thetford Golf Club, Membership card, Bag tag, Current dress regulations, Health & Safety rules, Handicap rules

N.B.
Thetford Golf Club has a requirement that all members must have a golf handicap or obtain one within six months of joining the Club.   If you don’t have a current handicap, please see the Club Secretary who will explain how to get one.
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
