THETFORD GOLF CLUB ACADEMY

MEMBERSHIP IN ASSOCIATION WITH

CLUB PROFESSIONAL - GARY KITLEY

The objectives of the Academy are to provide:

1. Professional coaching facilities for adults new to golf or those wishing to return to the game who no longer have a handicap.

2. A basic understanding of the Rules of Golf and course etiquette.

3. A means for participants to meet other would-be golfers and to use the clubhouse facilities as Social Members.

ACADEMY MEMBERSHIP is a structured introduction to golf providing beginners or improvers with professional coaching facilities which will enable a player, on completion of at least the silver level and having satisfied the Professional (assisted by the handicap committee as required) that they have reached the necessary standard to join the Club as a Provisional Member, which will give them 6 months to achieve their first playing handicap.

For those new to golf, they will join at the BRONZE LEVEL.  Players with previous golfing experience, but no handicap will join at either SILVER or GOLD LEVEL following an assessment by a member of the Professional staff.

BRONZE LEVEL

For the complete novice - an introduction to the game of golf, the basic rules and etiquette.

Your package includes:

· Professional tuition to include 5 sessions of 30 minutes:

· 4 rounds of holes 1-5.

· Unlimited use of the practice facilities.

· Six months Social Membership including full use of the Clubhouse and Bar facilities.
At the end of this stage, pupils will be asked to complete a series of tasks related to each aspect of the game.  On reaching the required standard, the pupil will be certified as having achieved the Bronze Level and will be eligible to enrol for the Silver Level.
They may, with the permission of their Professional tutor, play 4 rounds of holes 1-5 unaccompanied at off-peak times* or at any time with a member.

SILVER LEVEL

For those who have passed the Bronze level or improvers with limited experience.

Your package includes:

· Professional tuition to include 4 sessions of 30 minutes:

Course management – 5 holes

· 8 rounds of holes 1-5.

· Unlimited use of the practice facilities.

· Six months Social Membership including full use of the Clubhouse and Bar facilities.

In order to achieve a Silver certificate, a pupil will be required to complete holes 1-5 in a maximum of 35 strokes.

Pupils who have enrolled for the Silver standard may play 8 rounds of holes 1-5 unaccompanied at off-peak times* or at any time with a member of the Club for the purpose of marking a qualifying card.
If a pupil fails to achieve the qualifying standard and wishes to proceed to Gold level, it will be necessary to arrange further lessons and course use with the teaching Professional.

Subject to achieving the above, and the Professional being satisfied that the pupil has the knowledge and understanding of course management and etiquette to avoid causing problems/delays to members, the pupil can be put forward for provisional membership, with a strong recommendation to continue to the Gold Level.

GOLD LEVEL

For those who have achieved Silver level, improvers or those returning to the game who no longer have a handicap and wish to develop their game to obtain a handicap.

Your package includes:

· A personalised coaching programme as agreed with the teaching Professional..

· 2 rounds of 13 holes

· 2 rounds of 18 holes

· Unlimited use of the practice facilities.

· Six months Social Membership including full use of the Clubhouse and Bar facilities.

Provided that the course is completed to Gold Level, the pupil will be invited to join the Club as a Breckland Member at a discount of 10% or as a Full Member with a credit of £90 against their 2nd years subscription plus the entry fee payable over three years.
